Allah (SWT) said: “O you who believe! Follow 

not Shaitan’s footsteps. And whosoever follows 

the footsteps of Shaitan, then, verily, he 

commands what is indecent and wrong. And had 

it not been for the grace and mercy of Allah on 

you, not one of you would ever have been pure 

from sins. But Allah purifies whom He wills, and 

Allah is All-Hearer, All-Knower. (An-Nur: 21) 

 

The above verse warns us that Shaitan is very 

smart and intelligent. He uses very sweet words. 

He tries his best to convince people with logic 

and common sense. He is a sneaker; he is 

neck-to-neck with all those individuals who do 

not remember Allah (SWT), with those who do 

not pray, with those who do not fast, and with 

those who do not read the Qur’an. He even tries 

his best to be close to those who believe, to those 

who pray, fast and read the Qur’an.
