
 
 

 

 

 

The Day of Judgement 
 

Allah (SWT) says: “O our Lord! Cover (us) 
with Your forgiveness, me, my parents, and all 
believers, on the Day that reckoning will be 
established.” (14: 41) 
 
The Day of Judgement is the day when people 
are to be judged by the Creator Himself. There is 
no intercession, no mediator, no prejudice and 
no favoritism. Judgement is based on good 
deeds preceded by good intentions and goodwill. 
Allah will judge with absolute justice and lots of 
mercy. Hence people cannot hide their mistakes 
at all. 
 
Each person’s organs are to be witnesses for or 
against him. Some of the organs that will speak 
at that time are tongues, ears, eyes, skins, hands, 
legs, etc. People will be astonished as to how 
these organs talk and give testimony! The person, 
in astonishment, will ask his organs. They will 
simply answer that Allah makes them talk and 
bear witness. Allah says: “On the Day when 
their tongues, their hands, and their feet will 
bear witness against them as to their 
actions.”(24: 24) Allah says further: “When they 
reach it (the fire), their hearing, their sight, and 
their skins will bear witness against them as to 
(all) their deeds. They will say to their skins: 
‘Why bear you witness against us?’ They will 
say: ‘Allah has given us speech…’”(41: 20-21)   
 
Each prophet is to be brought to testify that he 
has delivered the message of Allah to his people. 
Allah tells us that on the Day of Judgement He 
will bring all prophets and messengers, 
including the Prophet Muhammad, to bear 
witness for or against their people. (4: 41-42) 
 
Each person is to have his own Book of 
Records. The records will include physical 

appearance; deeds and intentions. The book can 
be likened to a camcorder with three buttons: 
one for the physical appearance; one for the 
voice, and one for the intention. If anyone 
argues that he did not do what is said about him, 
the camcorder will demonstrate the three items 
about that person. There is no way that a person 
would be able to deny his own appearance, 
actions and intentions after being recorded with 
perfection. 
 
For those who will receive their Book of 
Records with their right hands, they will be 
happy, thrilled and grateful to Allah. On the 
contrary, for those who receive their Book of 
Records with their left hands, they will feel 
sorry, distressed, and finally they will realize 
that they are losers. 
 
On the Day of Judgement, each person will be 
led by two angels. One is to drive him forward 
while the other is to be a witness. He will have a 
series of questions to answer. He cannot and will 
not be allowed to move from his place till 
answering all of these questions. The major 
questions are related to his (a) life span and how 
he spent it, (b) knowledge and what he did with 
it, (c) wealth and how he earned it and how he 
spent it, and (d) body and how he utilized it. 
 
Finally, each one is to be judged with ultimate 
justice. Justice knows no gender, wealth, 
position, language, race or nationality. After 
being judged, each has to walk on the Bridge of 
Hell. May Allah save us from the torment of hell 
fire. 
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
